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APPENDIX A

RESOLUTION 1721 (XVI)

The General Assembly,

Recognizing the common interest of mankind in
furthering the peaceful uses of outer space and the urgent
need to strengthen international co-operation in this
important field,

Believing that the exploration and use of outer
space should be only for the betterment of mankind and to
the benefit of States irrespective of the stage of their
economic or scientific development,

1. Commends to States for their guidance in the
exploration and use of outer space the following principles:

(a) International law, including the Charter of the
United Nations, applies to outer space and celestial

bodies;

(b) Outer space and celestial bodies are free for
exploration and wuse by all States in conformity
with international law and are not subject to national
appropriation;

2. Invites the Committee on the Peaceful Uses of
Outer Space to study and report on the legal problems
which may arise from the exploration and use of outer space.



APPENDIX B:

General Assembly Resolution 1962 (XVIII)

DECLARATION OF LEGAL PRINCIRLES GOVERNING
THE ACTIVITIES OF STATES IN THE EXPLORATION
AND USE OF OUTER SPACE

Unanimously adopted by the General Assembly of ihe Unitéd-Nations on
December 13, 1963

The General Assembly

Inspired by the great prospects opening up before mankind as a result of
man’s €ntry into outer space,

-Recognizing the common interest of all mankind in the progress of the ex-
ploration and use of outer space for peaceful purposes. "

Belicving-that the exploration and usc of outer space should be carried on for
the benefit of all peoples irrespective of the degree of their cconomic or sgien-
tific dcvclopmcn(

Desiring to contribute to broad international co-operation in the scientific as
well as the Iegal aspects of the exploration and use of outer space for peaceful
purposes.

Belicving that such co-operation will coftribite to the development of mutual
understanding and to the strengthening of fricadly relationsbewween states ind
peopics.

‘Reealling its resolution 110 (1) of Novcmb«.r 3, 1947 which condcmmd
propaganda designed or likely to  provake or ericourage any thredt to the pgace,
breach of the peace, or act of aggressions and considering-that the aforemen-
tioned resolution is applicable to outer space.

Taking into consideration its resolutions 1721 (XVI) of December 20; 1961,
and 1802 (XVII) of December 14, 1962, adopted unanimously by the States
Members of the United Nations, ’

Solcmnly declares that in the exploration and use of ourer space States showld
be guided by the féllowing principles:

1. The exploration and usc of outer spage shall be carried on for the benefit
and in the interests of all mankind.

2. Outer space and cclestial bodies are free for exploration and use by all
States on a basis of equality and in'accordance with international law.

3. Outer space and celestial bodies are not subject to national appropriation
by claim of sovercignty, by'means of use or occupation, or by any other.means.
4. The activitics of States in the exploration and use of ouler space shall be
carried on in accordance with international law, including the Charter of the

United Nations, in the interest of meintaining international peace and security
and promoting international co-operation and understanding.

" 5. States bear international responsibility for national activitics in outer
space, whether carried on by governmental agencies or by non-governmental
entiti¢s, and for assoring that national activitics are carried on in conformity
with the principles set forth in the present Declaration."The activities of non-
governmental cntitics in outer space shall require authorisation and cominoing
supervision- by the State concerned. When activities are carried on in-outer
space by an international organisation, responsibility for compliance with the
principles-set forttrin this Declaration shall be borne by the international organ-
isation and by the States participating in it.

6. In the €éxploration and-use of outer space, States shall be guided by the
principle of co-operation and mutual assistance and shall conduct all their ac-
tivities in outer space with duc regard for the corresponding interests of other
States. If a State has reason to believe that-an outer space Activity or experiment
planncd by it or its nationals would causc potentially harmful intcrference with
activitics of other States in the peaceful cxploration and use of outer space, it
shall undertake appropriate intcrnational consultations before proceeding with
any such activity or experiment. A State which has rcason lo belicve that an
outer space activity or experiment planned by another State would cause po-
tentjally harmful interference with activities in the pedcctul expleration and use
of. outer space may request consultation” concerning the activity or experiment.

7. The State on whosc registry an object daunched into outer spuce is_curried-
shall retain jurisdiction and control over such object, and any personnel there-
on, while in outer space: Ownership of objects launched into outer space, and of
their-componcnt parts, is not affccted by their passage through outer space or
by their return to the Earth. Such objccts or component partsfound beyond the
limits of the State or registry shall be returned.to that State, which shall furnish
-idéntifying data upon request pnor to rcturn

8. Each State which launches or procures the launching of an ebjcctinto
outer space, and-cachi State ffom whose territory or facility an objec! is Jaunch-
ed, is internationally liable for damage to a Toreign State or_to its natural or
juridical persons by such objéet or its component parts on the Earth, in air
space, Or in outcr space.

9. States shall regard astronauts as envoys of mankind in outer space, and
shall render-to them all possible assistance in the event of -accident, distress, or
emergency landing on the territory of a forcign State or_on the high scas.
Astronauts who make such a landing shall be safely and promptly returned to
the-State of registry of their space vehicle. )

APPENDIX C: TREATY ON PRINCIPLES GOVERNING THE ACTIVITIES OF
STATES IN THE EXPLORATION AND USE OF OUTER SPACE, INCLUDING THE-
MOON AND OTHER CELESTIAL BODIES, JANUARY 27, 1967

"Space Treaty")

The States Parties to this treaty,

Inspired by the great ptospects opening -up befote mankind as a
result of man's entry into outer space,

Recognizing the common interé&st of all mankind in the progress
of the exploration and use of outer space for peaceful purposes,
Believing that the exploration and use of outer space should be
carried on for the benefit. of all peoples: irrespective of the
.degree of their’ economic or -scientific developmént,
.Desiring to cont;ibu:e to broad international co-operation in
the scientific as_well as the legal aspects of the exploration
'and use of outer space for peaceful purposes,
Believing that such co-operation will contribute to the &evelf
opment of mutual understanding and to the strengthening of ~
friendly relations between States and peoples,

Recalling resolution 1962 (XVIII), entitled "Declaration of"

Legal Principles Governing the Activities of States in the

Exploration and Use of Outer Space," which was adopted unani-

mously by the United Nations General Assembly oo 13 December
1983,

Recalling resolution 1884 (XVIII), calling upon States to re-
frain from placing in orbit around the Earth any objects carry-
ing nuclear weapons or any other kinds of weapons of mass de-
struction or from installing such weapons on celestial bodies,
which was adopted unanimously by the United Nations General

Taking account of United Nations General Assembly resolution

APPENDIX D: CONVENTION ON INTERNATIONAL LIABILITY FOR DAMAGE
CAUSED BY SPACE OBJECTS, MARCH 29, 1972

("Liability Convention")

The States Parties to this Convention,

Recognizing the common interest of all mankind in furthering
the exploration and use of outer space for peaceful purpases,

Recalling the Treaty on Principles Governing the Activities of
States in the Exploration and Use of Outer Space, including the
Moon and Other Celestial Bodies,

Taking into consideration that, notwithstanding the precaution-
ary measures to be taken by States and international intergov-
ernmental organizations involved in the launching of space
objects, damage may on occasion be caused by such objects,

Recognizing the need to elaborate effective international rules
and procedures concerning liabiliry for damage caused by space
objects and to ensure, in particular, the prompt payment under
the terms of this Convéntion of a full and equitable measure of
compensation to victims of such damage,

Believing that the establishment of such rules and procedures
will contribute to the strengthening of international coopera-

tion in the field of the exploration and use of outer space for
peaceful purposes,

Have agreed on the following:

Article 1

For the purposes of this Convention:



(a) The term "damage" means loss of life, persvnal injury or
other impairment of health; or loss of or damage to property of
States or of persons, natural or juridical, or property of
imternational intergovernmental organizations;

(b) The term "launching" includes attempted launching;
(cJ] The term "launching State' means:

(1) A State which taunches or procures the launching of
a space object;

(ii) A State from whose territory or facility a space-
object is launched;

(d) The term "space object”" includes component parts of a
space object as well as its launcth vehicle and parts thereof.

Article 11

A launching State shall be absolutely liable to pay compensa-
tion for damage caused by its space object on the surface of
the earth or to airecraft in flight.

Article III

In the event of damage being caused elsewhere than on the sur-
face of the earth to a space objeet of one launching State or
to persons or property on board such a space object by a space
object of another launching State, the latter shall be liable
only if the damage is due to its fault or the fault of persons
for whom it is responsible.

Article-1V

1. 1n the event of damage being caused elsewhere than on the
surface of the earth to a space object of one launching State
or to persons or property on board such a space object by a
space object of another launching State, and of damage thereby
being caused to a third State or to its natural or juridical
persons, the first two States shall be jointly and severally
liable to the third State, to the extent indicated by the
following:

(a) 1f the damage has been caused to the third State on
the surface of the earth or to aircraft in flight, their
liability to the third State shall be absolute;



(b) If the damage has been caused to a space object of the
third State or to persons or property on board that space
object elsewhere than on the surface of the earth, their
liability to the third State shall be based on the fault of
either of the first two States or on the fault of persons
for whom either is responsible,

2. In ail cases of joifit and several liability referred to in
paragraph 1 of rhis article, the burden of compensation for the
damuage shall be apportioned between the first two States in
accordance with the extent to which they were at fault; if the
extent of the fault of each of these States camnot be estab-~
lished, the bufden of compensation shall be apportioned equally
between them. Such apportionment shall be without prejudice to
the right of the third State to seek the entire compensation
due under this Convention from any or all of the launching

Article V

1. Whenever two or more States jointly launch a space object,
-they shall be jointly and geve;ﬁlly—lygble for any damage
caused.

2. A launching State which has™ paid compensation for damage
shall have the right to presént a claim-for indemnification to "
other participants in the joimt launching._- The participants in
a joint launching may conciude agreements regarding the appor-
tioning among themselves of the financial obligation in respect
of which they are jointly and severally liable. Such agree~
ments shall be without prejudice to the right of a State sus-
taining damage to seek the entire compensation due und&r this
‘Convention from any or all of the launéhing States which- are
jointly and severally liable. ~

3. A Statc from whose territory or facility a space object is
launched shall be regarded as a participant in a joint launch~

APPENDIX F: AGREEMENT ON THE RESCUE OF ASTRONAUTS, THE RETURN
OF ASTRONAUTS AND THE RETURN OF OBJECTS LAUNCHED INTO OUTER
SPACE. APRIL 22, 1968

("Rescue Agreement'")

The Contracting Parties,

Noting the great importance of the Treaty on Principles Govern-
ing the Activities of Stataes in the Exploration and Use of
Outer Space, including the Moon and Other Celestial Bodies,
which calls for the rendering of all possible assistance to
astronauts in the event of accident, distress or emergency
lanaing, the prompt and safe return of astromauts, and the
return of objects launched into Duter space,

Desiring to develop and give further concrete expression to
these duties,

Wishing to promote international co-operation in the peaceful
exploration and use of outer space,

Prompted by sentiments of humanity,

Have agreed on the following:

Article 1

Each Contracting Party which receives information or discovers
that the personnel of a spacecraft have suffered accident or
are experiencing conditions of distress br have mide an emer-
gency or unintended landing in territory under its jurisdictiop
or on the high seas or in any other place not under the juris-
diction of any State shall immediately:

(a) Notify the launching authority or, if it cannot identify
and immediately communicate with the launching authority,



immediately make a public announcement by all appropriate méans
of comnunication at its disposal;

(b) Notify the Secretary-General of the United Nations, who
should disseminate the information without delay by all appro-
priate means of communmication-at his dispasal.

Article 2

If, owing to accident, distress, emergency or unintended land-
ing, the persomnel of a spacecraft land in territory under the
Jurisdietion of a Contracting Party, it shall ilmmediately take
all possible steps to rescue them and render them all necessary
assistance., It shall inform the launching authority and also
the Secretary-General of the United Nations of the steps it is
taking and of their progress. If assistance by the launching
authority would help to effect a prompt rescue or would contri-
bute substantially to the effectiveness of search and rescue
operations, the launching authority shall co-operate with the
Contracting Party with a view to the effective conduct of
search and rescue operations. Such operations shall be subject:
to the direction and control of the Contracting Party, which
shall act in close and continuing consultation with the launch~-
ing authority.

Article 3

1f information is received or it is discovered that the person-
nel of a spacecraft have alighted on the high seas or in any
other place not under the jurisdiction of any State, those
Contracting Parties which are in a position to do so shall, if
necessary, extend assistance in search and rescue operations
for such personnel to assure their §peedy rescue. They shall
inform the launching authority and the Secretary-General of the
United Nations of the steps they are taking and of their
progress.

Article 4

I1f, owing to accident, distress, emergency or unintended land-
ing, the personnel of a spacecraft land in territory under the
jurisdiction of a Contracting Party or have been found on the
high seas or in any other place not under the jurisdiction of
any State, they shall be safely and promptly returned to repre-
sentatives of the launching authority.



Article 5

1. Each Contracting Party which receives information or dis-
covers that a space acbject or its companent parts has returned
to Earth in territory under its jurisdiction or on the high
seas or in any other place not under the jurisdiction of any
State, shall notify the launching authority and the Secretary-
General of the United Nations.

2. Each Contracting Party having jurisdiction over the terri-
tory on which a space object or its component parts has been
discovered shall, upon the request of the launching authority
and with assistance from that authority if requested, take such
steps as it finds practicable to recover the object or compon-
ent parts.

3. Upon request of the launching authority, objects launched
into outer space or their component parts found beyond the
territorial Iimits of the launching authority shall be returned
to or held at the disposal of representatives of the launching
authority, which shall, upon request, furnish identifying data
prior to their return.

4., Notwithstanding paragraphs 2 and 3 of this articlae, a Con-
tracting Party which has reason to believe that a space object
or its component parts discovered in territory under its juris-
diction, or recovered by it elsewhere, is of a hazardous or
deleterious nature may so notify the launching authority, which
shall immediately take effective steps, under the direction and
control of the said Contracting Party, to eliminate possible
danger of harm.

5. Expenses incurred in fulfilling obligations to recover and
return a space object or its component parts under paragraphs

2 and 3 of this article shall be borme by the launching author-
icy.

Article 6

For the purposes of this Agreement, the term "launching author-
icy" shall refer to the State responsible for launching, or,
vhere an international inter-govermmental organization is
responsible for launching, that organization, provided that
that organization declares its acceptance of the rights and
obligations provided for in this Agreement and a majority of
the States members of that organization are Contracting Parties
to this Agreement and to the Treaty on Primciples Governing the
Activities of States in the Exploration and Use of Outer Space,
including the Moon and Other Celestial Bodies.

APPENDIX H: CONVENTION ON REGISTRATION OF OBJECTS LAUNCHED
INTO OUTER SPACE, JANUARY 14, 1975

The Srates Parties to this Convention,

Recognizing the common interest of all mankind in furthering
the exploration and use of outer space for peaceful purposes,

Recallinpg that the Treaty on principles governing the activi-
ties of States in the exploration and use of outer space,
including the moon and other celestial bodies of 27 January
1967 affirms that States shall bear international responsdibil-
ity for their national activities in outer space and refers to
the State on whose registry an object launciied into outer space
is carried,

Recalling also that the Agreement on thé rescue of astronauts,
the return of astronauts and the return of objects launched
into outer space of 22 April 1968 provides that a launching
authority shall, upon request, furnish idemtifying data prior
to the return of an object it has launched into outer space
found beyond the territorial limits of the launching authority,

Recalling further thar the Convention on international liabil-
ity for damage caused by space objects of 2% March 1972
establishes international rules and procedures concerning the
liability of launching States for damage caused by their space
objects.

Desiring, in the light of the Treaty on principles governing
the activities of States in the exploration and use of outer
space, including the moon and other celestial bodies, to make
provision for the national registration by launching States of
space objects launched into outer space,



Desiring further that a central register of objects launched
into outer space be established and maintained, on a mandatory
basis, by the Secretary~General of the United Nations,

Desiring also to provide for States Parties additional means
and procedures to assist in the identification of space
objects,

Believing that a mandatory system of registering objects
launched into outer space would, in particular, assist in their
identification and would contribute to the application and
development of international law governing the exploration and
use of oeuter space,

Have agreed on the following:

Article 1
For the purposes of this Convention:
(a) The term "launching State" means:

(1) A State which launches or procures the launching of
a space object;

(i1} A State from whose territory or facility a space
object is launched;

(b) The term."space object" includes component parts of a
space object as well as its launch vehicle and parts thereof;

(c) The term "State of registry" means a launching State on
whose registry a space abject is carried in accordance with
article II.

Article TI1

1. When a space object is launched into earth orbit or beyond,
the launching State shall register the space object by means of
an entry in an appropriate registry which it shall maintain,
Each launehing State shall inform-the Secrerary-General of the
United Nations of the establishmént of such a registry.

2. Where there are two or more launching States in respect of
any such space object, they shall jointly determine which one
of them shall register the object in accordance with paragraph
1 of this article, bearing in mind the provisions of article
YII11 of the Treaty on principles governing the activities of



States in the exploration and use of outer space, including the
moon and other celestfal bodies, and without prejudice-to
appropriate agreements concluded or to be concluded-among the
launching States on jurisdiction and control over the space
object and over any -personnel thereof.
3. The contents of each registry and the conditions under
which it is maintained shall be determined by the State of -
registry concerned.

Article III
l. The Secretary-General of the United Nations shall maintain
a Register in which the information furnished in accordance
with article IV shall be recorded.
2, There shall be full and open .access to the information in
this Register.

Article IV
1. Each State of registry shall furnish to the Secretary-
General of the United Nations, as svon as practicable, the
folluwing information concerning each space object carried on
in registry:

(a) Name of launching State or States;

(b) An appropriate designator of the space object or its
registration number;

(c) Date and territory or location-of launch;
{(d) Basic orbital parameters, including:
(i) Nodal period,
(ii) Inclination,
(1ii) Apogee,
(iv) Perigee;
(e) General function of the space object.
2, Each State of registry may, from time to time, provide the

Secretary-General of the United Nations with additional infor-
mation concerning a space object carried on its registry.



3. Each State of registry shall notify the Secretary-General

of the United Nations, to the greatest extent feasible and as

soon as practicable, of space objects concerning which it has

previously transmitted information, and which have been but no
longer are in earth orbit.

Article V

Whenever a space object launched into earth orbit or beyond is
marked with the designator or reégistration number referred to
in-article IV, paragraph 1 (b), or both, the State of registry
shall notify the Secretary-General of this fact when submitting
the information regarding the space object in accordance with
article IV, 1In such case, the Secretary-General of the United
Nations shall record this notification in the Register,

Article V1

Where the application of the provisions of this Convention has
not enabled 4 State Party to identify a space object which has
caused damage to it or to any of its natural or juridical per-
sons, or which may be of a hazardous or deleterious nature,
other States Parties, including in particular States possessding
space monitoring and tracking facilities, shall respopnd to the
greatest extent feasible to a request by that State Party, or
transmitted through the Secretary-Geéneral on its behalf, for
assistance under equitable and reasonable conditions in the
identification of the object.

in order to consider in the light of past application of the
Convention, whether it requires revision. However, at any time
after the Convention has been in force for five years, at the
request of one third of the States Parties to the Convention
and with the concurrence of the majority of the States Parties,
a conference of the States Parties shall be convened to review
this Convention. Such review shall take into account iIn
particular any relevant technological developments, including
those relating to the identification of space objécts.

Article XI

Any State Party to this Convention may give notice of its with-
drawal from the Convention one year after its entry into force
by written notification to the Secretary-General of the United
Nations. Such withdrawal shall take effect one year from the
date of receipt of this notification.

Article X11

The original of this Conventijon, of which the Arabic, Chinese,
English, French, Russian and Spanish texts are equally
authentic, shall be deposited with the Secretary-General of the
United Nations, who shall send certified copies thereof to all
signatory and acceding States,

IN WITNESS WHEREOF the undersigned, being duly authorized
thereto by their respective Governments, have signed this Con-
vention, opened for signature at New York on the fourteenth day
of January one thousand nine hundred and seventy-five.
